Assemblymember Reginald Jones-
Sawyer named Bobbie Jean Anderson, a
longtime Los Angeles community activist
and an active member of the SEIU 721
Retirees Committee, as the 59" Assembly
District’s 2018 Woman of the Year.

Announcing the recognition earlier
this year, Jones-Sawyer cited Anderson’s
decades-long history of civic and
community involvement on behalf of the
residents of South L.A.

“Bobbie Jean’s advocacy footprints can
be traced to many movements. Whether

that Anderson has been re-elected 10 times
to serve on the Democratic State Central
Committee and is currently in her fifth term
as vice chair of the Los Angeles County
Democratic Party.

“Retiring after 40 years of service with
the County of Los Angeles, Bobbie Jean
continues to work on criminal justice,
